Tanzed was founded in 1997, sending volunteer teachers from the UK 
to work alongside teachers in government primary schools in rural 

Tanzania. The volunteers worked to improve the standard of teaching, 
particularly in English language. This need arose because primary 

school lessons are taught in Swahili, but in secondary school all sub-
jects are taught in English. The few children that progress to  

secondary school struggle to succeed as they have a poor command 
of the English language. Tanzed was set up to try and bridge the gap. 
Our work quickly developed into more general support of primary edu-
cation by working on other projects in the schools and local commu-
nity. Tanzed volunteers became involved in literacy, health and in-

come-generating projects.

Education provides the building blocks for personal and national  

development.  The UK is committed to the international  Education for 
All movement that hopes to see all children in school by 2015.  In  

Tanzania many children still miss out even though school fees were 
abolished in 2002.  For the children that do make it to school, they are 

too often faced with more than 100 pupils fighting for space in  
dilapidated classrooms; teachers are under paid, insufficiently trained 

and understandably lacking in motivation. Despite this, children remain 
hungry to learn. Tanzed works tirelessly to improve access to school, 
and the quality of education available in some of the poorest and most  

marginalized communities in the world.    

We are currently working in 12 primary schools. We are  
focusing on developing and ensuring the sustainability of  

Tanzed's community projects.  
 

* We intend to reach all the schools in the region over the next 
three years, developing centres of excellence.  

* We are committed to providing a nursery class in each 
school, in line with the Tanzanian Government’s  

commitment to provide free nursery education for all. 
· We are developing further our schools links between  

Tanzania and the UK.
