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2006/2007 has been an exciting time for Tanzed and we have been making good progress
with our work in primary schools in the Morogoro Region of Tanzania. Our staff, trustees
and volunteers have been working very hard to ensure the charity continues to grow.
Generous support from our donors has allowed us to reach a growing number of children
and their communities.

PROJECTS

HIV/AIDS awareness programme

Over the last twelve months, more than three thousand pupils and many more community
members have participated in the HIV/AIDS awareness programme, funded by the
Equitable Charitable Trust and BP Tanzania.

Pupils, teachers, parents, school committee members and community leaders have been
attending twice monthly seminars to increase their awareness of HIV/AIDS and related
issues. These sessions, delivered by local health workers, have also provided participants
with the opportunity to discuss the best approach to tackling HIV/AIDS in their area.
Following each session, a sub-committee of pupils has been travelling to neighbouring
schools to deliver seminars to peer pupils. Child group counselling sessions have also
been taking place, allowing pupils to share their questions and concerns in small groups
with an experienced facilitator. Events are being planned to mark World AIDS Day in
December, when schools will get together to take part in various activities including sports,
drama and singing.

Libraries and learning centres

Libraries and teacher resource centres in
twelve schools continue to run effectively
thanks to commitment from teachers and
pupils. Our Field Officer has been conducting
workshops for library teachers, providing
advice and support and the opportunity to
share resources and ideas. In July, the first
Tanzed library competitions were introduced;
schools are competing for the Best Library
prize, while pupils are taking part in reading

In August, new resources were purchased and distributed among the libraries and teacher
resource centres. The pupils and their teachers were delighted to receive new books,
games, learning aids and puzzles and we are very grateful to BP Tanzania and the UK
trusts who are supporting this project.

Nursery classrooms

Teachers and pupils continue to enjoy the resources in the Tanzed nursery classrooms at
Jangwani and Mikumi primary schools. Thanks to generous support from Shavington
Primary School near Crewe, work has started at two further schools to refurbish their
nursery rooms; learning materials, teaching aids and games have been purchased and the
two new classrooms are planned to open before the end of the year. Teachers from
neighbouring schools have visited these centres, observed the obvious benefits to the
children and teachers and have made requests to Tanzed for funds and support to
improve the kindergartens at their schools. We hope to secure funding to set up three new
nursery schools in 2008, providing pupils and teachers with inspiring learning resources
and a stimulating environment.

School Management

Formerly known as our Advocacy project, the School Management programme recognises
the importance of strengthening the relationship between the community and the school.
Through attending seminars and discussion sessions, school committee members have
the opportunity to learn about their roles and responsibilities and take an active role in their
children’s education. There are currently eight schools involved in the project and next
year we hope to reach many more, building on communication skills and information
sharing between teachers, parents and community members.

Clean water provision

Many schools are in real need of a reliable, clean water
source. Tanzed has been able to respond to this by
funding the drilling of wells and fitting of water pumps,
with support from the Four Acres Trust in the UK and
Irish Aid in Tanzania. Local contractors are carrying out
the work, employing workers from the village and using
equipment designed by students at the local vocational
training college.

Student scholarships

Over the last twelve months, twenty of the neediest

students in the area where we work have been receiving

scholarships from Tanzed to enable them to attend

secondary school. Sadly, without this support, their

families would not be able to afford the school fees and

With a secondary education, young people’s chances of employment are greatly
increased, meaning that they can then support others in the family and pay for more
people to be educated.



Pupils are eligible to receive a scholarship from Tanzed if they meet economic criteria and
are recommended by the school committee as having definite academic ability and
motivation.

Schools links

Many of the schools where we work are keen to link with schools abroad to exchange
letters, learn about another culture and add a global dimension to their education. Three
Tanzed schools have linked with schools in the UK via the online Global Gateway scheme
administered by the British Council.

In May, we were very pleased to welcome Mr Mitchell, head teacher at Shavington Primary
School near Crewe, to visit the Tanzed schools and observe the progress of the projects
his school is supporting. As a result of his visit, three additional Tanzed schools have been
partnered with UK schools in the Crewe area. Letter exchanges are already underway and
we hope to facilitate further teacher and even student visits in the future!
